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B. H onoring Outgoing Friends of Reston Board Member Kim Guarino 
President Blackwell, recognized the efforts of outgoing Friends of Reston Board Member, Kim 
Guarino for her outstanding service to the community of Reston. Ms. Guarino served as Chair of the 
Friends Marketing Committee, and was responsible for the creation of the FriendsÕ newsletter, 
Friends of Reston Update. Using her professional contacts, Kim was able to obtain pro bono design 
and printing services. She also promoted events for the Friends of Reston, including the very 
successful Fish & Chips Texas Hold ÔEm Challenges to benefit the Walker Nature Education Center 
Capital Campaign.  
 

C. Department of Forestry Gold Leaf Award Presentation for RA Tree Save, Planting &  
Education Efforts 
Nancy Herwig, ISA, presented the Board of Directors with an award the AssociationÕs for 
outstanding efforts in tree saving, planting and educational programming. 
 

D. Reston Police Substation Biannual Report 
Lt. Andy Hill, Assistant Commander of the Reston Police Substation, presented and the Board 
received the following crime statistics for the community of Reston: 
 

!  Burglaries are down 28% on; however, 27 burglaries were committed this year. 
!  The new flyer/ neighborhood notification program and normal canvassing efforts have 

helped to keep the crime rate down. 
!  Robberies down just under 3% in the Reston District and the station is investigating Òstreet 

levelÓ robberies. 
!  Plain larcenies are down 16%; however more occurrences have been reported this month 

where personal electronic are being stolen from cars Ð please keep vehicles locked. 
!  Crime prevention groups prove to be helpful. 
!  Sex crimes are down 23%; however; the station is concerned that these crimes are not being 

reported by victims or witnesses.  
!  ÒSAFEÓ, new womenÕs self defense program that has been established. 
!  Auto theft up over 9% in the Reston District and is most likely related to an auto theft ring 

that was broken over the summer. Also, related to unlocked cars and leaving valet key in car.  
Most thefts are gang related.  

!  Destructive crime increased about 12%; as a result of the BeBe gun tirade.  
!  Vehicle tampering is up 30%, again related to the auto theft ring.  
!  DWI Campaign has been instituted as a result of an increase in alcohol related accidents in 

Fairfax County. 
!  Five new neighborhood watch programs were established this year. 
!  The station is utilizing email to alert area businesses and merchants of various crimes and is 

holding Crime Prevention workshops for businesses. 
!  Fairfax County is in a deficit of $220 million; this will affect the efforts of the Counties 

police force. 
!  ÒMy NeighborhoodsÓ webpage on Fairfax CountyÕs website provides raw statistics on crime 

in area.
