2. Reston Association Board Position on Proposed Amendments:

President Bladkwdl, seoonded by Diredor Beyar, moved to dired saff to draft a
lettar to the Fairfax County Planning Commisson and Board of Supervisors
stating the A ssod ation® position on the proposed amendments to Zoning Ordinance
Artides 6, 16, and 18 regarding PRC Distriad Regulati ons whereby:

a) Reston Assodation supports maintaining the existing Planned Residential
Community (PRC) ordinance population cap (13 persons pa aae) until such
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time as a comprehensive and public analysis has bean completed that will assess
the full impaa of modifying the cap.

b) Reston Assodation supports adopting a revised proocsss for PRC Plan
approval. As recommended by County saff, the PRC Plan review process
should start with the staff in the Department of Planning and Zoning,
folomed by review by the Planning Commisson, with final consderation and
adion to betaken by the Board of Supervisors.

0 Reston A ssodation supports modifying the Fairfax County Comprehensive Plan
map to more accuratdy refleat bath the existing devd opments in Reston and the
approved devd opment plan conditions. The former can be acoomplished per the
recommendation of the Planning staff per its proposed amendments to the Reston
Masta Plan maps. However, the latter is just as important to the community
because approved devdopment plans for areas within the PRC can proosd
withaut furthe legdative or administrative approvals.

d) Reston Assodation supports the Planning staff recommendation that aurrent
planning eforts for L ake Anne should be thefird priority, and that subsequent
efforts be subjed to extens ve community review and input.

€ Reston Asodation, at this timg does nat bdieve that the population factor
calaulations should be modified, per the County staff@ recommendations. The
Reston A ssodation reoogni zes that these fadtors have not been modified in over
thirty years, and that the County has stated that these factors should be revised
torefledt aurrent oonditions as refleded by 2000 Census data. H onever, Reston
Asodation, bassd on comments reodved from its marbas, ocommunity
organizations, and RA ocommittess, supports instead the immediate
establishment of a community task force to undertake a prompt reviev of the
entire PRC Zoning Ordinance of which reviev of the population fadtor
calaulations should be a part.
